In February they
focused on repentance, an important part of prayer, and
shared five steps we should take.

Repentance
means to turn from our sin. Turning from our sin is an
important part of our relationship with Jesus because it
brings glory to His name and it helps us to enjoy His best for
our lives! See if your children can repeat these steps and
show you the hand motions that go with them!

A clarification on the building loan:

I (incorrectly) communicated at the recent covenant
meeting that the time remaining on our building loan
until payoff is approximately 3 years. This is actually
reflective of our current loan term and not the entirety
of the loan. I've been in communication with our lender
and have verified that the time remaining until payoff is
currently around 5 years, 8 months. The principal
remaining on the loan is just over $571,000. We are
working with our lender to determine if we can lock
in/fix the interest rate for the remainder of our loan
(prior to the looming rate increases being predicted by
many). My apologies for the miscommunication at the
meeting, and thank you for your continued patience
with me - Jodie Ryan, Director of Executive Ministries

approximately 10-12 months. We are working
with an organization called P3 which is part of
Converge partnership. This is what they do, they
help churches find pastors and pastors find
churches. We are very excited for this
partnership and using their expertise in the
process. 

Our team meets every Monday night. First, we
do a devotional type thing together, pray and
then work on tasks. We divide up tasks as
needed to work on during the week, so that we
keep the process moving.

Since approximately 2019 when the New

Richmond area saw a significant hail storm, we

have been battling leaks in the roof of our

facility. These leaks have been concentrated for

the most part in the south end of the building in

the KidZone area and also in the northwest

corner over the D3 training room, although there

have been leaks elsewhere too.

Chuck Olson, along with the contractor that

installed the roof in 2006 when our facility was

built, has been working hard to find and repair

these leaks as they occur, but it has become

more and more difficult as the number and

frequency of leaks has increased.

For the past number of years the elders have

been planning for the eventual replacement of

the roof. This year the roof is 16 years old and

the warranty for the roof is no longer in force.

With the costs for labor and materials going up

and the uncertainty of the supply chain, the

elders have determined that we can wait no

longer to get the roof replaced. We asked Steve

Halleen to get three competitive bids to have

the roof work done this spring and he submitted

those bids to the elders on February 16th.

The elders have decided to move forward with

Eau Claire Roofing who was the contractor that

originally installed the roof in 2006. We have an

established relationship with them, they have

been very responsive to our needs over the past

16 years when we have needed their help, and

their proposal, at approximately $200,000

dollars, was significantly less than the other bid

that we received. We anticipate that the work

will begin sometime between mid-May and early

June.
